Cancun, Quintana Roo. President Felipe Calderdn declared that the
Mexican economy is beginning to show clear signs of recovery, as borne out
by the 60,000 new jobs registered during the first fortnight of October which,
combined with September, means that a total of 120,000 new jobs have been
| created nationwide.“Between June and the first fortnight in October, nearly
200,000 new jobs have been created throughout the country. Which is the
JE— ~ second sign that the economy is recovering,” he added.
“ During the first event of his tour of Quintana Roo, where he inaugurated the
second runway, the new control tower and the taxi bridge at the International
Airport of Cancun, the President declared that in the face of the world economic crisis, government and society did
not stand idly by nor will Mexicans cease their efforts to overcome this situation. That is why, he said, investment in
projects such as this is how we will turn Mexico into a competitive country. “We must not let our guard down and

instead, continue investing with a view, not to the current situation but to the promising future of the national
economy."

“And Federal Government is fully committed to this. We are determined to make a difference in the country during
this administration,” he said. Accompanied by his wife, Margarita Zavala, and State Governor Félix Arturo Gonzalez
Canto, the President urged Mexicans to work hard and determinedly to transform Mexico.

President Calderén explained that the works inaugurated today, such as the nearly three-mile long Second Runway,
will permit the reception of modern heavy planes while the Control Tower, the highest in Latin America, is capable of
withstanding Category 5 hurricanes on the Saphir-Simpson scale.

patients infected with this virus will be vaccinated. Another four million vaccinations

will be delivered in late December followed by 15 million in late January. They also discussed the joint project
between the Government of Mexico, through the Biological and Reagent Laboratory of Mexico (BIRMEX) and
Sanofi-Avenis for the production in Mexico of flu vaccinations. Production is expected to begin in 2011 with all the
tests of stability and security so that it is produced commercially in 2012, with a total output of approximately 25
million doses.




Far More Jobs than All Those in the Now-Defunct  Luz y Fuerza del Centro
will be Created Sooner rather than Later, declares President Calderén

Mexico City. - “Federal Government's measures to ensure LyFC
workers' reinsertion into the labor force will be reflected in increased
competitiveness in the center of the country, permitting more
investment and employment,” declared President Felipe Calderén at
the meeting with Nacional Financiera to commemorate the 75th
Anniversary of its founding.

“Sooner rather than later, this will enable us to create far more jobs
than those in Luz y Fuerza del Centro,” declared the Mexican
President during the Nacional Financiera event which has been
consolidated as the most important development bank since 1934.
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Its recent operation has made it a crucial instrument for operating the country's micro, small and medium firms
by implementing the various emergency support programs to cope with international economic adversity in a
swift, timely fashion.

This year, Nacional Financiera has implemented emergency contra-cyclical programs promoted by President
Felipe Calderon's government. By the end of 2009, the institution had increased its credit portfolio balance by
24%.

Nacional Financiera was originally designed to administer housing credits and was responsible for selling up
rural properties that were unproductive banking assets that had been frozen since the end of the Mexican
Revolution, preventing the flow of financing.

At the end of the 20th century, it changed its mandate to supporting the creation and expansion of large
parastate firms such as Petr6leos Mexicanos, Altos Hornos de México and Ferrocarriles Nacionales, among
others. Since then, the Institution has played a crucial role in promoting the industrialization of Mexico, a task
that made it a key player in the country's sustained growth between 1952 and 1970, a period known as
“stabilizing growth.”

It supported small, medium and large-scale industry which, in the late 1950s and early 1960s, lacked access to
the banking system yet constituted the most numerous sector in the national productive apparatus. It also
supported the oil, electric, iron and steel, textile, pharmaceutical and transport industries, including the
railroads and Mexico’s City’s subway system.

During this century, Nacional Financiera underwent a profound transformation that redefined the bank's vision.
On the basis of technological reconversion and improvements to the financial system, it managed to offer
large-scale credit to small and medium firms, multiply the flow of financing and achieve profits that confirmed
the advisability of preserving capital and streamlining resource management.

It also created Advisory Boards, a network of leaders and businesses comprising all the country’s business
sectors which help the institution to remain in permanent contact with local markets and created synergies that
the advisors -businessmen from all over the country- offered the bank at no cost.

This year, on its 75th Anniversary, Nacional Financiera has been confirmed as a key instrument of Federal
Government's economic policy by implementing emergency programs to support PYMES in a swift, timely
fashion to enable them to cope with the difficult environment created by the international financial crisis and the
epidemiological emergency in May.

All these events in Nacional Financiera's life were recalled during the ceremony led by President Calderon, in
which Nafinsa Director General Héctor Rangel Domene provided a brief history of the institution and a report
on its work in 2009.
